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Abstract

The abstract should contain no more than 150 words. It should include key objectives and conclusions. The abstract should use the style _WI_AbstractText. Keep the abstract as one paragraph of text (no returns).

Keywords
The format of all ‘Keywords’ is all lower case (unless they are proper nouns), separated by commas. We suggest six words or two-word phrases.
INTRODUCTION

After the title, author information, and abstract, use style _WI_Header1 for first order headings. For the main text, use the style _WI_Normal. If you need to provide emphasis or accent to specific parts in the text, use Italics, but not underlining or bold!

The paper should not, normally, exceed 3,500 words, excluding references and captions but including notes.
Papers should be submitted for review in PDF/A-1b:2005(RGB) format with images embedded.
Authors of the papers accepted for the publication in the conference proceedings will be required to submit the original Microsoft Word .doc files as well as the original images.

Second-order headings

For second-order headings capitalize only the first word. Use the style _WI_Header2. The text following a second-order heading is the standard _WI_Normal.

Third-order headings

The use of third-order headings should be avoided. If necessary, use the style _WI_Header3. The text following a third-order heading is _WI_Normal.

The use of references

The papers should use APA 5th referencing system and this document includes several common examples. Should you need additional information, refer to the APA style guides or consult their web site here:

The use of tables

Tables should not be wider than the text area. They should be numbered, and preceded by a caption. Leave a blank line before the caption. Use _WI_Normal for the caption text. Write the caption in the form: “Table 1: Caption text.” (Note the capital for the start of the caption, and the period at the end). For the headers of the table, use the style _WI_TableHeaders. For the information in the table, use the style _WI_Normal. Do not allow contents of a row continue over a next page, unless there is a lot of text in the rows. Keep a blank line after the table, unless it is followed by a header. Refer to a table in the main text with the form “Table 1”.

The use of images

When submitting the accepted copy for a publication, provide the digital original of each illustration. Illustrations should show no compression artifacts and their resolution should be at least 300dpi.
Papers should be submitted for review in PDF/A-1b:2005(RGB) format with images embedded.

Refer to an image in the text with the form “Figure 1”.
Use the style _WI_Normal for the caption. Keep a blank line between the image and the preceding text. Keep the figure caption directly below the image. Use the following format:

Figure 1: Example of a caption text. (Note the use of the period after the caption text)

Leave one blank line after the caption and the following text, unless it is followed by a header. If you have a left and right part of an image, or left, middle, and right part, then use the following format:

Figure 1. Left: The caption text for the left image. Middle: The caption text for the middle image. Right: The caption text for the right image.

The use of bullEt- and numbered lists

For bullet lists use the style _WI_NormalBullitList:

· Item 1 of the list (note the use of sentence case and the period at the end of the item).

· Item 2 of the list.

· Item 3 of the list.

Continue after the bullet list with the style _WI_Normal.

When using numbered lists, use the style _WI_NormalNumberedList:

1. Item 1 of the list.

2. Item 2 of the list.

3. Item 3 of the list.

Continue after the bullet list with the style _WI_Normal.

The use of equations

Equations should be numbered sequentially in brackets (..) to the right margin. Within the text, an equation is referred to as “Eqn (..)”, or equations as “Eqns ( .. - ..)”.

The use of citations

Use the style _WI_Citation for citations. Enclose the citation with quotes to indicate it is a citation. Provide the reference after the citation as you would with other references in the text. As stated by the _WI template document:

“Use the style _WI_Citation for citations. Enclose the citation with quotes to indicate it is a citation. Provide the reference after the citation as you would with other references in the text.” (Smith, 2006, p. 4)
Continue after the citation with the standard _WI_Normal style, unless it is followed by a header.

Notes

Please avoid notes unless absolutely necessary. Use endnotes instead of footnotes.
Conclusion

This section should contain a conclusion and present possible avenues for further inquiry.
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The acknowledgements header should use the style _WI_Acknowledgements. The text of the acknowledgements should use _WI_Normal.

Contributor details

This section should include brief (150 words) information on the authors including their contact information. The style of this section’s header should be _WI_ContirbutorHeader and the text should use _WI_Normal.
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
